The application form includes a section for both the student and institution (i.e. Department Head, Dean, etc.).  We request that the student provide a personal statement including academic background, career objectives and reasons for wanting to attend IPTC International Education Summit.

All students nominated must:

· Be enrolled in full time, undergraduate education until spring/summer semester 2017.

· Have an excellent level of written and spoken English.

· Must obtain permission to be away from their studies from 12 to 16 November 2016 including travel days.

· Must demonstrate in evidence that they are in the top 20% of their class.
Candidates will be selected by the Young Members Activities Steering Committee on the basis of information provided in the application form. We encourage you to send us nominations based not only on academic excellence, but also on leadership and active participation in community and extracurricular activities. Once the selection is finalized, the Steering Committee will notify you if any of your students have been selected to participate.  The final selection is expected to be completed by early 10th May 2016.

We realize that both time and effort will be required from both the school and students, and therefore we will be available to provide you with further assistance as needed.  Please note that significant time, resources and financing are also being provided by sponsoring companies.  In return, we ask that a solid commitment be made from each selected student.  They should consider the time away and be sure they can commit in advance.  If not, another student should be given this opportunity.
